	· UNDP Country office has a strong presence in Peru ; its support was key during the designing and implementation phases 

· The articulation between thematic (REDD+ and Anticorruption) gave an interesting scenario of collaboration between regional and country office, it also allowed an enriching   exchange of experiences between expert form civil society, IPs, government officers and UN officials.
· Contributions by DGG regional colleagues (Gerardo Berthin) made a big differences in both workshops , giving an  out of the box view from REDD+  on anticorruption and Stakeholder Engagement  

· Both forums aimed to have and active participation from the audiences , interacting amongst them and sharing their experiences in anticorruption , SE and consultation process, help them understand the importance and complexity of transparency and active participation of civil society in all the REDD+ national process 
· The participation of Manuel Garcia from ILO was crucial , his lecture of FPIC gave a background and a better understanding of the need to apply this right when required 
· The event provided an excellent opportunity to have bilateral meeting with UNDP CO staff, IPS, and UN REDD Policy board advisor , to learn more about the current status of REDD in the 8 participant  countries.
