	Brief Summary of Mission Findings: 

	· First time in the region that a forum articulating REDD+ and Anticorruption is held in a collaborative way between global, regional and Country Office.
· Events marked the continuation of collaboration efforts that dates back to 2011 between the LAC DG and the E&E practice areas in governance topics.

· Country Office strong support and ownership was a key element during all phases (design and implementation) of the event.  
· Host government officials (anticorruption and environment) showed commitment and strong support for topics. 
· Events brought together a mixed of key actors such as, governmental and non-governmental, civil society representatives, indigenous peoples, academics and UNDP officials, from 8 countries in Latin America (Colombia, Ecuador, Honduras, Dominican Republic, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay and Peru). 

· Forums aimed at generating inputs from participants for a draft national plan in order to integrate anticorruption issues in the REDD+ readiness process, to identify partners, roles and responsibilities and deadlines, in addition to ensuring consultation and participation of key sectors. Various degrees of representation/seniority from the AC arena will probably lead to varying degrees of follow up from AC institutions. A potential exists to engage participants as a key community of practice for action.
· A few potential next steps were identified that may need to be followed-up.  For example, national forums in each country to consolidate joint efforts by the environmental and anti-corruption sectors; national strategies to raise awareness about REDD+ among key stakeholders and help the REDD+ process move forward; and specialized training on anticorruption and tools to continue promoting risk management and the creation of early warning systems.  
· The events provided an opportunity to have a bilateral meeting with the UNDP-Peru and TS consultants on UN-REDD targeted support issues/activities about their needs and challenges, amongst which are : fragmented institutional anti corruption framework in Peru; inability to attract valid local consultants on the safeguards and BDS work
· Forum was an opportunity to test participative methodology  (for example, by asking participants to reflect and restitute as groups after each powerpoint presentation) and evaluation methodology (asking participants to describe, in writing what they have learned session per session)

	· Using draft recommendations elaborated by country groups during the Forum, Estelle Fach, Pierre-Yves Guedez and Gerardo Berthin (and teams) to identify 2-3 countries for follow-up actions, based on 1) status of REDD+ process 2) status of anti corruption efforts and 3) ability of CO to engage and support. Early insights point to Mexico, Colombia and Ecuador, in addition to continued support to Peru. 

· UNDP / UN-REDD and UNDP RC (DG Practice area) to actively disseminate results, materials and resources to the network of participants using various virtual means and platforms, as well as the broader REDD+ community of practice
· The UNDP RSC (DG practice area) will put together a package of relevant materials on transparency, citizen participation and indigenous peoples and share with participants.
