	9. Brief summary of the mission 

9.a Findings
- Conference attendees were approximately 50, majoritarily NGOs, with a few media (e.g. Pelerin Magazine). 

- Discussions centered on upcoming negotiations in Durban including their status on level of ambition, the Green Fund, Adaptation, REDD+ and agriculture (detailed notes available), with an emphasis on role of agricuture in climate finance and local government role in international negotiations and national implementation.
- On REDD+ panel, questions mostly centered on France’s position in Durban negotiations and support to a World Environment organization in the lead up to Rio +20;  questions also touched on avoiding elite capture in decision-making and benefit distribution, land grabs, and ensuring real pro-poor indicators when assessing governance (in participatory governance assessment). 
- In panel on Adaptation, Véronique Moreira, Vice President of Region Rhone Alpes, mentioned slow pace in working with UNDP on TAC project to support local governments to request climate funds (in Senegal ?); reaffirmed commitment in this relationship and multistakeholder mechanism to keep momentum, but in bilateral conversation noted that her region was the last one committed to this.
- In bilateral conversations, Cyril Loisel (Ministere des affaires etrangeres et europeenes) and Guillaume Choumert (Ministere de l’ecologie) expressed satisfaction in coordination between UN-REDD Programme and Forest Carbon Partnership Facility in DRC, citing great improvements over initial situation
- GRET and WWF keen on following up on REDD+, especially with regard to information exchange. 
9.b Results achieved (key outputs)
- Coordination Sud organizers seemed satisfied with participation and intervention, and appreciated concrete experience of UNDP’s support to countries on the ground on questions of REDD+ governance and safeguards. 
- Few people from AFD attended (Catherine Garetta provided opening statement) as they had a parallel meeting of their Conseil de Direction, therefore there was no opportunity to discuss.  

9.c Expected outcomes and impacts
Contributes to good relationship with Coordination Sud and GRET ; positions and communicates UNDP’s support to national REDD+ readiness processes.
