	9. Brief summary of the mission 

9.a Findings

It was highlighted throughout the meetings that corruption can take different forms in the design, implementation and MRV/payments phases of REDD+. There was little awareness on REDD+ among anti-corruption practitioners in the region but the methodologies and tools used in other sectors, as well as the overall support provided by UNDP in the region, can inform AC work for the REDD+ agenda. The Bhutan and Indonesia ACC shared their work in forestry sector which focuses largely on enforcement of forest laws and prosecution. 
Freedom of information (and associated laws) seem to be the most commonly effective tools. 
Building on existing assessment (such as PGAs where they are underway or planned) is the most effective entry point, and country-specific corruption risks assessments or integrity assessment along the REDD+ chain are good alternatives. 

The Integrity in action meeting allowed to get a sense of the status of anti-corruption national strategies (which do not seem much aligned with national development strategies) and the initial work undertaken by anti-corruption commissions, which has mostly focused on investigation rather than prevention. 

In Bangkok, the meeting focused on opening the anti- corruption conversation among national stakeholders. Despite the sensitivity of the issue, there was no reluctance in discussing corruption risks when these are prioritized and broken down into specific actions.   It was generally agreed that the work can build on existing actions (baselines) and instruments both in the REDD+ planning phase and through enforcement of existing transparency/ anti corruption laws.  

9.b Results achieved (key outputs)
A poster highlighting some methodlogies and roles for different actors was produced as a result of the Nepal meeting to inform the Bangkok meeting. 

Country action plans were initiated through working groups for 11 REDD+ countries.
Actors (governments, NGOs, UN) were invited to think of their respective roles in AC for REDD+
Higher level of interest was seen by participants requesting to become part of AC or UN-REDD networks
9.c Expected outcomes and impacts

Higher awareness among anti-corruption practitioners, which can be applied into when country-specific plans are developed.
Consideration of specific anti-corruption measures in national REDD+ strategies or plans
