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Update on Communications 
 
At the seventh Cambodia UN-REDD and FCPF Programme Executive Board (PEB) meeting, the RTS 
was instructed to ensure that the 4th edition of the REDD+ Cambodia Newsletter was issued by 11th 
April, 2014.  This target was achieved, and additional information on the status of communications 
under the RTS is provided below:   
 

1. Newsletters 
 
Five editions of the Newsletter have now been produced, and the 6th is in production.  Dates of 
release of newsletters are:

2. Web-site 

 
The web-site is regularly updated and notifications are sent to a large number of email addresses 
(<600) approximately every 3 months. 
 

3. Facebook Page 
 
The Facebook page is updated very regularly.  Currently more than 1,400 people have “Liked” the 
page. 
 

4. Twitter 
 
Twitter has not been widely used to date.  7 “Tweets” have been issued and there are currently only 
15 “Followers” 
 

5. Videos 
 
In July, two additional videos were dubbed into Khmer.  These were “REDD+, As Part of a Solution”, 
by UN-REDD and “Traditional Knowledge and Climate Change Science”, by UNU.  These two new 



videos have already been used in awareness raising of Community Forest members (under contract 
to FA), and bring the number of videos dubbed into Khmer to three.  All are available on the REDD+ 
Cambodia web-site. 
 
Four more videos, on various aspects of REDD+, were approved following review by Technical Teams 
in July 2014 and are currently in production. 
 

6. Posters 
 
Five posters, on various aspects of REDD+, were approved following review by Technical Teams in 
July, and are currently in production. 
 

7. TV and Radio Programmes 
 
The Women’s Media Centre will be contracted to produce monthly radio programmes about REDD+.  
TVK will produce 10 TV programmes about REDD+.
