1) Preparation to the Policy Board

a. Keeping in mind : 

i. That the 3 issues of concern that led to the fact that the P&C themselves  will not be presented to the PB are : 

· No common agreement yet on the application of the P&C

· Clarity needed on what type of framework the P&C create

· Substantive concerns on the language related to plantations 

ii. And that the discussion at the PB will be part of a package that starts with an overall introduction on safeguards, followed by presentations and discussions on 1) the P&C 2) FPIC guidelines and 3) the monitoring paper

b. This group will support the presentation made on the P&C, with agreement that 

i. Emphasis that the P&C are a draft for comments
ii. Recap on the process, including the large consultation and vast number of comments received and made public, along with the associated response

iii. Highlight in broad terms how the current version has been modified and the major trends (not in details)

iv. Prepare (on the side) points of contention that could be brought up during the discussion (Lera)

v. Inputs to this presentation as ppt slides by next call (Thursday)

c. This group will ensure that their representative at the PB are aware of this presentation

2) Response matrix

a. Needs finalization and clearance . Current version on SharedDocs here : 

b. In cases where feedback has not been integrated, proposed language is : “for further discussion and consideration”

c. Naming reviewers: for full transparency purposes: 

i. for PB members: not their names but the organization they represent

ii. for independent reviewers: named “independent reviewer #”, and provide a list of reviewers in a separate tab in the Excel spreadsheet

3) Template form to structure feedback during public web site consultation process

4) Timing for consultation

a. Agreement that public web site consultation is officially launched on 13 October  and runs until 31 December

b. Shape and form of the in countries- facilitated discussions referred to in the information note to the PB: 

i. Through inputs and feedback from countries preparing a NPD to present in March, similar to the way it was done in Nigeria

ii. Noting that this is a testing, guiding and ground-truthing process, and not a prescription nor retroactive process until P&C are formally approved
