1. UNEP updates 
· Julie will be in Geneva—6-10 February for the SEPC workshop. Barney, Lera and Val will also attend from WCMC.

· UN-REDD-UNEP team will have a retreat/planning meeting- 13-17 Feb; hoping to have Josep there; maybe Clea as well; and UNEP extends an invitation to someone from FAO to participate.

· There's a new staff at WCMC: they've hired Ulf Narloch, an economist who will work on economic aspects of their multiple benefits dossier.
2. FAO updates 

· FAO has reached out to Kimberly Todd (new replacement for Asako at UNDP) to coordinate MRV activities.
· FAO is holding general meeting on legal preparedness work at FAO
· FAO is working on GHG inventories trainings with other partners, developed through targeted support.

· Re: the SEPC workshop in Geneva in February, Emelyne will attend from FAO, possibly someone else as well.

· FAO is reviewing the SEPC and will provide comments soon.

· FAO is continuing to develop their work on agriculture and REDD+, with some linkages to UN-REDD.
· FAO has recruited a new P4 person from forestry to handle some GHG training, and they are looking to fill a new P2 post working on safeguards.

2. REDD+ Partnership update
· FAO is in the process of handing over the PT work to the Secretariat. Many thanks to Tiina and Lisen for representing PT side for all this time, and continuing comms while handover takes place.

· Dates for next Partnership meeting in London will likely be the last week of February, focusing on finance. WB should take the lead on this meeting in principle. Next one for PT would be in Bonn in June.

3. UNDP updates

· Reminder that this is the last week for public comments to the SEPC and Bert tool (deadline is Friday, 20 January).
