1. FAO updates/upcoming activities 

· No one on the call to present

2. UNDP updates/upcoming activities 

· Kim in Rome this week at FAO, and in Cambridge next week at the Multiple Benefits workshop. One of our new Policy Board CSO reps will also be attending the workshop in Cambridge (Victor), and UNDP is trying to get someone from AP as well to the Cambridge workshop.
· New Africa-based stakeholder engagement consultant, Ann, is at a safeguards meeting in South Africa in few days.

· The new LAC-based stakeholder engagement consultant has been hired, Jose Arturo Santos. 
3. UNEP updates/upcoming activities 
· REDD+ Day at CBD COP in October was a success. Little Forest Finance Book and UNEP's 2nd UN-REDD Policy Brief was launched there. Good to note that UN-REDD's SEPC got a mention/reference in the final decision text of CBD COP. 
· Bhutan recently held a targeted support workshop 10-12 Oct. A report from that workshop is forthcoming.
· Today until Wednesday of this week, there's a workshop on Kenya and Green Economy, funded by UN-REDD targeted support. Also, a new report on the role of forest ecosystem services for Kenya's economy is being launched (press release available online).
· Last week, Nigeria held its inception workshop.
· FYI- DRC is planning to release its national framework strategy in Doha at a side event.
4. Secretariat updates/upcoming activities: 

4.1 National Programmes 
· Colombia was invited to present a National Programme at the next Policy Board meeting in June 2013. 
· Today and tomorrow, Clea is at the FIP meeting in Istanbul. 
· AT PB9, a way forward was found for Bolivia's NP. They will have a reduced NP, compared to initial plan. But new way forward will still need careful follow up, especially in light of feedback from IP/CSO community, to properly monitor government's actions.

· Around PB9, LAC IP group in Ecuador sent a letter with issues related to stakeholder engagement in Ecuador. Nina and PY are liaising with Clea to craft a response. Comes from Indigenous lawyers group, which we have worked with before. Letter contains some errors which will need to be addressed. UNEP requested that Gabriel Labatte be properly engaged in this issue, if he hasn't been looped in yet.

· FYI- there has been a change in focal point for Argentina. 
4.2 Global Programme 
· Budget for Global Programme SNA 2013-2014 was approved at PB9. 
· Board also approved adjustment in budget cycle which will now run Jan-Dec 

· Tier 2 ToR was also approved at PB9.
· Pre-meetings and information sessions at PB9 were quite successful. 
· Strong message from IP/CSO reps during PB9, dissatisfied with reductions in Outcome 4. Board discussed ramping this back up if additional funding comes in, and that Outcome 4 should be prioritized. This issue will be further discussed in the next GP call. 

· Tomorrow's GP call will discuss TS with Argentina and Ivory Coast 

· Thais will attending Cambridge workshop on MB

4.3 Policy Board 

· Secretariat is working on draft PB9 report. It will be circulated to the MG for clearance in the coming day with the aim to distribute the EN version to PB participants by this Thursday. 

· At PB9, Programme got the mandate to start the process of initiating an external evaluation of the Programme in 2013, which will provide inputs for the strategy review in 2014.

· Received good feedback from the IP/CSOs training day at PB9. 

4.4 REDD+ Partnership 

· Two meetings scheduled on the margins of COP18 in Qatar. 25 Nov will be half day partnership meeting; 5 Dec will be a one-hour high level event, during which it is hoped that the Partnership's two-year workplan will be endorsed. 
4.5 Corporate communications and events 

· Publications update: 
· 2nd Policy Brief launched at CBD COP in Oct; now in translation. Will be distributed in EN, FR and SP at COP18 and FD6. UNDP and FAO working on Policy Brief but not sure it they will be ready for launch at COP18. 

· Launch of Africa LL booklet at PB9. Will be distributed in EN, FR and SP at COP18 and FD6.

· First three Success stories are now all translated and available online. Will be distributed in EN, FR and SP at COP18 and FD6.
· Two new partner countries- Morocco and Lao PDR. Secretariat is working on updating all platforms and materials (website, Fast facts flyer, maps, PPT slides etc) with 46 partner countries.

· Looking to produce a CD with all our most recent publications which will be made available at COP18 and FD6.
