UN-REDD Programme Workshop on the Social and Environmental Principles and Criteria (SEPC) and Guidelines on Free, Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC)

Geneva, 8-10 February 2012

The objective of this workshop is to help to refine three important and linked outputs of UN-REDD’s work on social and environmental issues: the UN-REDD Programme Social and Environmental Principles and Criteria (SEPC); the associated Benefits and Risks Tool (BeRT); and the draft UN-REDD Programme Guidelines on Free, Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC). Days one and two will be dedicated to the SEPC and BeRT, and day three will be dedicated to the draft FPIC Guidelines.

The workshop will review proposed revisions made in response to the feedback received during the public consultation process currently underway for these documents (open until 20 January 2012 for the SEPC/BeRT and until 15 January for the FPIC Guidelines), and will provide an opportunity for an in-depth discussion of the objectives, contents and application of the SEPC, including the use of the BeRT, and the draft FPIC Guidelines. There will be an emphasis on understanding country experiences, perspectives and needs in applying these tools to national actions under the UN-REDD Programme.

The SEPC (Version 4), the draft BeRT, and the draft FPIC Guidelines will be updated as a result and presented at the eighth meeting of the UN-REDD Policy Board, in March 2012, in Paraguay.

It is anticipated that participants will be familiar with the current version of the SEPC and the BeRT (available here) and the draft FPIC Guidelines (available here) and they are strongly encouraged to have provided comments in writing.
